Testing is an important tool for students to use in understanding their strengths and weaknesses.  At Marysville, we encourage students to take testing seriously so valid test results can be obtained.

THE SCHEDULING PROCESS

The program of studies at Marysville High School has been developed to give students a wide variety of learning experiences in both depth and breadth.  The courses are listed in a planned sequence.  The grade level placement of each course is listed in the course description.

The scheduling process is the shared responsibility of students, parents, teachers, the principal and the counselor.  All contribute ideas and information which result in effective educational programs for students.  Since students’ educational programs have implications for post-high school education and career choice, careful planning is required.  Parents assist students in the selection process by discussing alternatives with them and by helping them analyze their individual interests, needs, and goals.  Involvement of parents provides students with the support, encouragement, and knowledge that are needed for this important step in educational planning.

THE IMPORTANCE OF COURSE SELECTION

If students give careful thought to their future, they will realize that course selection is a means to an end, not an end in itself.  They are encouraged to seek information as needed from parents, teachers, the counselor, the principal, and others in order to make sound choices.  Personal conferences can be scheduled with teachers or the counselor or the principal by calling the school office or by personally contacting any of these individuals.

Based on students’ course selections, staff recommendations, and other criteria, appropriate courses will be scheduled.  Low enrollment courses MAY be deleted from the final course schedule.  Students should choose alternate courses carefully.
Students should review the college admissions guidelines addressed in this booklet when selecting courses.  A tentative four-year high school plan will be very helpful.

SCHEDULE CHANGES

During the spring of each year, the master schedule is developed as a result of student requests and staff recommendations for courses.  Considerable effort is invested to insure the best possible schedule for every student at that time.
During the first five (5) days of each semester, a course may be added or dropped for the following types of reasons only!
1. Failure of required or prerequisite subjects
2. Other reasons:  rescheduling because of summer school, night school, or correspondence credits earned.
Students who do not enroll according to the established procedure will forfeit class choices and schedule changes.

EARLY GRADUATION/SHORTENED SCHEDULE
Seniors who have completed all of their requirements and have parental permission have the option to graduate at the end of the first semester.

We feel that there are certain guidelines that must be followed if we wish the early graduation program to be a success.

Requirements for early graduation:

· All seniors must enroll in and attend seven (7) classes during the first semester.  District policy requires that seniors must be enrolled full-time during the first semester of their senior year.

· All seniors who request the early graduation option for second semester must have parental and administrative approval.  

· Seniors must have completed course requirements and have the required number of credits that meet graduation requirements.

· Seniors must appear before an evaluation board, with one or both parents, no later than September 1 or their senior year, to apply for approval of application for early completion of the required credits for graduation. The evaluation board will consist of the guidance counselor and the high school principal.  The meeting with the evaluation board and parents should be set up during the spring semester of the student’s junior year so that careful pre-planning may take place.  Applications for the early graduation option are available in the guidance counselor’s office and must be completed during the spring enrollment period prior to the student’s senior year.
· A senior may not enroll in any work study program.

· Seniors must have plans for an occupation or postsecondary education.

· Once a student is graduated or terminates formal classroom work, he/she no longer is a student, meaning he/she is ineligible for participation in extra-curricular activities of any nature, except for participation in graduation ceremonies.

Seniors who are interested in the shortened schedule option must meet the following requirements:

· Seniors must have successfully completed 22 credits by the conclusion of the first semester of their senior year.
· Seniors must have parental permission and must meet one of the following criteria for consideration:

· The student must be attending a college or university at least part-time.
· The student must have verification of employment at least part-time. 
· Seniors who are approved for shortened schedule during the second semester of their senior year may select only one of the following options with parental permission:

Option 1:  Eliminate Hour 1

Option 2: Eliminate Hour 7/Seminar
· Seniors must have plans for an occupation or postsecondary education.

· Applications for the shortened schedule option are available in the guidance counselor’s office and must be completed during the spring enrollment period prior to the student’s senior year.

COLLEGE CREDIT/DUAL CREDIT

Juniors and seniors who have a B average (3.0 GPA) and meet college enrollment policies may take classes for both high school and college credit.  Students wanting dual credit should work with their counselor in completing the necessary enrollment forms and applications and submit a college transcript upon completion of the class.  Tuition and other related costs are the student’s responsibility.

CORRESPONDENCE CLASSES

Correspondence classes are available through the University Of Missouri Center for Independent Study as well as other colleges/University of Kansas and the universities for high school credit.  Course work is completed by mail or the internet, and examinations are taken under the supervision of school personnel.  The student is responsible for the cost of enrollment, mailing, etc.  Amount of correspondence credit is limited to no more than two (2) credits during the student’s high school career.  See your counselor for further information and enrollment guidelines.

COURSE RETAKE POLICY

PREVIOUSLY FAILED CLASSES

If a student re-takes a class he/she has previously failed, the “F” will remain on the transcript.  The new grade is also entered on the transcript and a new GPA is figured using only the new grade.  This includes classes taken outside of the district and Algebra 1 from the 8th grade at Marysville Junior High.
RE-TAKE OF PREVIOUSLY PASSED CLASSES

If a student re-takes a class he/she has previously passed, both grades will be placed on the transcript, but only the highest grade will be used for credit and figured into the GPA.  This includes classes taken in schools outside of the district and Algebra 1 in the 8th grade at Marysville Junior High.  The letter “R” (on the transcript) will denote a repeated class.

(GED) GENERAL EDUCATION DIPLOMA INFORMATION

The USD 364 School District does not condone students leaving high school without their diplomas.  However, the laws of Kansas indicate that any student who is sixteen or seventeen years old and unable to complete his/her high school education would be eligible to pursue a GED if both student and parent have completed an exit interview with the principal and have signed the required forms.  Students would not be able to participate in GED classes until their class has graduated.  Students who are interested in this option should contact the High School principal for further information.

ADVANCED PROJECTS

Advanced Projects provide the opportunity for the student to work independently on an approved project. Some departments offer Advanced Projects classes (after all classes in that subject area have been successfully completed). Check with the class teacher to see if an advanced projects class is available.

MARYSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA:

Total credits are necessary in which 24 credits are required and 9-11 credits (depending on graduation year) are electives.  This diploma represents the minimum standard for graduation: It is encouraged that students take additional courses beyond these minimums.

LANGUAGE ARTS: Freshman English, Sophomore English, Junior English, Advanced Comp. I and II, Survey of Mass Media, Intro to Speech and Language Arts Appreciation. (4 credits are required)

NOTE: Introduction to Speech is a requirement taken in the sophomore year.

MATHEMATICS: Algebra I A, Algebra I B, Algebra I, Algebra II, Geometry, Trigonometry and Calculus. (3 credits required)
SCIENCE: Physical Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Advanced Biology, Advanced Chemistry, and Anatomy/Physiology (3 credits required)

SOCIAL STUDIES: World Geography, World History, Intro to Sociology, Psychology, Social Issues, American History( junior year requirement) and American Government /International Relations (each a half year requirement for seniors)

PHYSICAL EDUCATION: Physical Dimensions I and II (one credit required – usually taken in the freshman year)

COMPUTER SCIENCE: computer applications- usually taken in the freshman year (1 credit required)

FINE ARTS:  music, art, some technology courses (one credit required)
TOTAL REQUIRED CREDITS: 24

TOTAL ELECTIVE CREDITS: 9-11 depending upon the year of graduation.

BOARD OF REGENTS QUALIFIED ADMISSIONS CURRICULUM:
This standard was set in the 1996 House Bill No. 2668 effective for the class of 2001 graduates.  Students who graduate from an accredited Kansas high school and meet the outlined curriculum and grade point average will qualify for admission to Kansas Resents Institutions: University of Kansas, Kansas State University, Wichita State University, Emporia State University, Pittsburg State University, and Fort Hays University. 
PRECOLLEGE CURRICULUM CONSISTS OF:

ENGLISH: 4 credits required. Courses in Journalism, speech, drama, theatre and/or debate may NOT be used to fulfill the English requirement.

NATURAL SCIENCE: 3 credits required from the following courses. One credit must be in Biology and one credit must be in chemistry or physics. Courses included: Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and Advanced biology, Advanced Chemistry, Physical Science, Anatomy and Physiology.

MATHEMATICS: 3 credits at or above the level of Algebra I taken during the 9th through 12th grade

SOCIAL SCIENCES: 3 credits required. Students must complete the following: 

One credit of American History, One-half credit of American Government, one-half credit from one or more courses in psychology, sociology and social problems.

One-half credit selected from World History or International Relations.

COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY:  1 credit on computer technology is required.
KANSAS SCHOLAR’S CURRICULUM:  Kansas high school graduates completing all pre college curriculum plus 3 additional credits may be eligible for one of three state-sponsored scholarships: State Scholarship, Minority Scholarship, and Kansas Teacher Scholarship. In addition, a student’s grade point average and ACT score are part of the evaluation.
14 credits of Precollege Curriculum outlined by the Board of Regents and 3 additional credits. This is in addition to the above requirements.
MATHEMATICS: 1 additional credit of advanced mathematics selected from analytic geometry, trigonometry, advanced algebra, probability and statistics, functions or calculus.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE:  2 credits completed in one foreign language

SCIENCE must include Biology, Chemistry, and Physics

NCAA ACADEMIC ELGIBILITY:

Prospective student athletes who plan to participate in intercollegiate athletics at a Division I or Division II college must obtain a copy of the current NCAA GUIDE FOR THE COLLEGE-BOUND STUDENT ATHLETE and closely follow the eligibility requirements outlines. This should be done at the beginning of the ninth grade. There are many specifics about curriculum, test scores, and grades which must be met. These books are available in the Counselor’s Office.
To be certified to participate in athletics as a college freshman, a student must;

1. Graduate from high school

2. Successfully complete a core curriculum of at least 13 academic course in the appropriate core area

Students entering college on or after August 1, 2005, may not use any computer science courses in meeting the core-course requirements, unless the course receives graduation credit in mathematics or natural/physical science, and is listed as such on the high schools list of NCAA-approved core courses. Courses taken at the 8th grade level will not count.
1. Have a core-course grade point average (based on a 4.00) and a combined score on the SAT verbal and math sections or a sum score on the ACT based on the qualifier index score. See index diagram

Upon completion of the course, students will be able to design and implement functional web pages, plan a web site's organization, and publish a web site to make it accessible to the World Wide Web.  Students will use a textbook called “Fundamentals of Web Design” for the course.  Students may also receive college credit for this course from Fort Hays State University.

1. Work on keeping the Marysville USD 364 web site updated with current articles.

2. Apply photoshop and animated graphics to the district web site.

3. Learn advanced features of Adobe Photoshop, Illustrator, LiveMotion, and GoLive.

4. Learn to plan, organize, and develop a well-designed web site.

5. Learn the best practices for functional web site design.

6. Continue using the scanner and digital camera.

7. Use all the skills and concepts learned to update and/or create web pages for the Marysville community.
COMPUTERIZED ACCOUNTING II

The recording, classification, and analysis of business transactions of a corporation are the focus of the first course. The student will analyze transactions, use journals and ledgers, prepare financial statements, and summarize results at the close of the fiscal period. The students will be introduced to decision making and financial analysis.  There will be an introduction to computerized accounting with QuickBooks and PeachTree.

Students completing this course will:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of terminology relating to accounting systems.

2. Complete the various steps of the accounting cycle and explain the purpose of each step.

3. Determine the value of assets, liabilities, and owner’s equity according to generally accepted accounting principles, explaining when and why they are used.

Personal Management focuses on enabling individuals to establish and maintain a satisfying living unit beyond their family origin.  The primary goals of this course are to teach the basics of making sound financial decisions, to help students learn to use a budget and gain a realistic idea of the current cost of living, and to introduce students to job searching and the benefits of post-secondary education.  Students will participate in cooperative learning activities.  Major concepts covered include budgeting and living with one’s means; preparing cash flow and net worth statements, checks, and deposit tickets; reconciling bank statement; understanding gross versus net pay, loans, and interest; purchasing home insurance; and completing various forms (job applications, income tax, purchase agreements, etc.).  FCCLA leadership development is integrated in instruction.

Students successfully completing this course will: 

1. Examine the need for personal and family financial planning.
2. Apply management principles to individual and family financial practices.
3. Apply management principles to use of credit for individuals and family.
4. Apply management principles in the use of savings, investments, and insurance for individual and family financial practices.
5. Examine skills used in seeking information related to consumer rights.
6. Analyze the impact of social, economic, and technological change on work and family dynamics.
7. Determine skills and knowledge needed to develop a life plan for achieving individual, family, and career goals.
8. Demonstrate job seeking and job keeping skills.
9. Be able to rent an apartment.
10. Apply management and planning skills and processes to organize tasks and responsibilities.

This course serves as an introduction to the Spanish language with focus on listening, speaking, reading and writing skills.  Students do a variety of projects and activities involving topics such as food, school, clothing, the house, holidays, weather and emotions.  Vast exposure to the Spanish-speaking world is also provided to students via the Internet, supplemental readings and authentic projects.

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Study and practice basic Spanish vocabulary and sentence structure.

2. Read and write short text passages using learned vocabulary and syntax.

3. Listen and respond orally to questions concerning the text.

4. Be exposed to a more global perspective of the word in regards to Spanish-speaking culture and language.

SPANISH II

This course is a continuation of the study of the Spanish language with increased attention to listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills.  Students utilize the language in hands-on and authentic activities such as creating interviews, making posters, giving weather forecasts and performing small skits.  Increased exposure to Spanish-speaking cultures is also provided.  
Students successfully completing this course will: 

1. Increase their exposure and study of Spanish-speaking cultures.

2. Add reinforcement to previous learned vocabulary in Spanish 1

3. Increase their verbal ability to speak about present, past and progressive events. 

4. Focus on more detailed thematic vocabulary. 

SPANISH III

This course serves as a continued study of the Spanish culture and language with a review of previous grammar and verbal tenses.  Increased emphasis is placed upon spontaneous speech and expression.  Students do more advanced projects such as writing children’s books, performing skits and making commercials.  Students are also provided with the opportunity to teach mini-lessons in the elementary schools.  Additional verbal tenses and jargon are presented.  Students start to read and explore pieces of literature and poetry in Spanish.  

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Expand their previous knowledge of the Spanish language.

2. Study and practice advanced Spanish vocabulary and sentence structure.

3. Learn to utilize the internet to find Spanish resources.

4. Increase spontaneous speaking ability incorporated with colloquialisms and idioms.

SPANISH IV

This course provides students with more of a hands-on method of furthering their language skills and cultural knowledge.  The students work on many projects utilizing authentic resources such as magazines, newspapers and the Internet.  Students read and discuss more advanced literary works from various time periods.

2. Read more advanced literature and poetry.

3. Discuss and come up with solutions to worldly problems and conflicts.

French Level I is a two semester course that serves as an introduction to the study of the French language.  Students will develop four basic skills:  listening, speaking, reading, and writing in French.  Special emphasis will be placed on vocabulary and grammatical concepts.  This course if offered to Marysville High School students through the distance learning lab.  Enrollment is limited to no more than 8 students.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Be able to carry on a basic conversation in French.

2. Be introduced to regular and irregular verbs in present and past tense of the indicative.

3. Be able to read and understand the text lesson.

4. Be able to listen and respond orally to questions concerning the text. 

5. Practice basic French grammar concepts in writing and speech.
LANGUAGE ARTS


The Language Arts curriculum includes courses which will enable students to read, speak, and write more effectively.  The courses have been designed so that students will be exposed to the major components of communication in each course.  By completing the required courses in the order in which they are offered, students will have a sequential program in both composition and literature.  Each student is required to complete four credits successfully. Required courses are Freshman English, Sophomore English, Junior English, Speech, and either Advanced Composition or a language arts elective.

Some courses are offered at an accelerated level.  The courses are designed for students who are performing well above average in composition and literature and who want the challenge of faster paced and more complex study to prepare them for the college or university environment.

Upon completion of four years of language arts study, students will be able to demonstrate the appropriate use of spoken and written language (expressive) and be able to respond appropriately to what they read and what they hear (receptive).  In the composition program, students will be required to participate in both academic and real work writing (technical writing).

SOPHOMORE ENGLISH

This course is required of all sophomores. Students will explore different types and styles of writing, and study different types of literature. Integrated into the literature are opportunities for a variety of language, vocabulary, and writing experiences.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Recognize effective writing by examining and analyzing model essays.

2. Demonstrate effective writing by writing in a variety of forms.

3. ‘Demonstrate the ability to use technology as an aid to the writing process.

4. Use the six-trait assessment guidelines in evaluation his or her writing and peer writing.

5. Demonstrate comprehension of the reading selections through oral and written presentations.

6. Demonstrate an understanding of the literature in relationship to life.

7. Apply the components of short stories, biographies, poetry, drama, and novels to assigned work.

8. Participate in discussions that consider the content and interpretation of the selections studies.

JUNIOR ENGLISH

Junior English gives students a variety of reading and writing experiences that are designed to develop essential skills for responding to literature.  The course focuses on works by American authors.  

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Study a number of literary movements and periods including Puritan and American Revolutionary literature, romanticism, transcendentalism, realism, and modernism, analyzing the attributes of each and examining how American literature both past and present applies to the world around them.

2. Read one play (The Crucible) and three novels (The Call of the Wild, The Great Gatsby, I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings) along with a number of essays, short stories, and other short writings.

3. Complete a variety of essay assignments graded using the 6-trait model.

4. Complete a number of creative projects that require students to organize and synthesize information from a number of sources.

5. Complete a number of mini-research projects that provide background information for works being read.

ADVANCED COMPOSITION I

Prerequisite:
Senior standing

½ (Concurrent College Credit Available through Highland)
Grade:  
12

This course is designed to strengthen student composition skills through the reading of a wide variety of works of literature and composition throughout history, and through composing different types of essays and other forms of literature.  By the end of the semester the student should not only have increased his/her knowledge of literature, language, and composition, but acquired considerable practice in reading, thinking about, discussing, reporting and writing on significant and often difficult texts with personal and critical insight.

Students completing the course will:

1. Complete a wide variety of essay assignments which include: narrative, descriptive, and literary analysis.

2. Complete an electronic research project in conjunction with International Relations and/or American Government which demonstrates the skills of information literacy standard APA documentation.

3. Develop critical reading skills through the study of major works of literature.
4. (Optional) Earn dual high school/college credit.  (All fees are the student’s responsibility)

ADVANCED COMPOSITION II

Grade:  
12

This course is a continuation of Advanced Composition I with continued emphasis upon the principles of written composition.  The compositions in this course will continue to emphasize the major forms of discourse with special emphasis on analysis and evaluation of literature forms.  In addition to writing personal essays, students will read, discuss and evaluate both in oral and written composition reading selections from short stories, poetry, drama, and the novel. 

Students successfully completing the course will:

1. Strengthen and refine written composition skills.

2. Read modern and classic literature which will introduce students to a wide variety of literary sources and allow them to read selected themes in depth.
· Read a title independently each nine weeks and give an oral presentation analyzing a literary element of the work.

3. Enrich vocabulary skills
· Define and use teacher-selected vocabulary words
· Utilize knowledge of literary terms in writing literary analyses

4. Refine Internet literacy skills

2. Develop and demonstrate writing skills appropriate for print publications.

3. Demonstrate an understanding of the interview process by writing appropriate questions, scheduling and conducting interviews with appropriate sources and recording responses accurately.,

4. Evaluate notes from the news-gathering process to select the most important and most appropriate information for news or feature stories. 

5. Create quality copy that includes strong leads and effective use of direct and indirect quotations as well as well written headlines.

6. Apply the elements of style when editing their own work or the work of others.

7. Demonstrate an understanding of the elements of page design on the computer using InDesign CS. 

8. Using cameras provided, take and manipulate digital photographs for use on page layouts.

MATHEMATICS


Students at Marysville High School have a varied mathematics curriculum from which to choose.  The current requirement for graduation is two (2) units of credit (four semesters) in mathematics courses.  BEGINNING WITH THE GRADUATING CLASS OF 2009, THE REQUIREMENT IS THREE UNITS OF CREDIT (SIX SEMESTERS).

Teachers and the counselor at the 8th grade level review testing data, grades and work habits of each student in order to provide a realistic recommendation for students to enroll in appropriate courses at the 9th grade level.  Incoming ninth grade students may enroll at either of two different levels and proceed through the mathematics curriculum.  Students will recognize mathematics as an integrated whole and make connections among mathematical topics between mathematics and other disciplines, and between mathematics and the real world.

Students who are attempting to obtain a college athletic scholarship or participate in college athletics at the Division I, II, or III levels must take their mathematics courses in the following sequence to meet N.C.A.A. Standards:  Algebra I followed by Geometry I followed by Algebra II.

This course of study provides a student the means to solve various types of equations, application problems and inequalities.  Students also work with various sets of numbers, relations and functions, and sequences and series.  A brief introduction to the trigonometric functions as well as a review of geometry is included in this course.  Also provided is a math background for future studies in topics such as chemistry, physics, and other math related fields.  Daily assignments may require work outside of class time.   

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Give graphical representations of problem situations. (number line, Cartesian system,  scatter plots, bar graphs, exponential decay and growth functions, etc.) 
2. Develop and use models to represent and justify mathematical relationships and to assist in the solution of problem situations.
3. Use estimations, measurement, and geometric properties to solve problem situations.
4. Use a variety of methods to solve linear systems of equations and linear systems of inequalities. (2 or 3 variables)
5. Write, solve, and apply linear equations and linear inequalities.  Including linear regression.
6. Develop and demonstrate number sense for real and complex numbers to solve problem situations.
7. Use the 5 steps of factoring and a variety of other methods to solve quadratic equations.
8. Find the distance between two points and find the midpoint of the segment connecting the two points.
9. Find the radius, centers, standard form equation, and graphs of circles when given relevant information.
10. State and apply the Fundamental Theorem of Algebra.
11. Perform operations with polynomial, logarithmic, and exponential functions including finding inverses.
12. Use measures of central tendency and measures of dispersion to describe data.
13. State and apply rules for arithmetic and geometric sequences and sums.

2. State and apply the Laws of Cosine and Sine.

5. Demonstrate algebraic concepts in relation to trigonometric concepts.
6. Graph the trigonometric functions by applying amplitude, phase shift, and period.
7. Evaluate inverse trigonometric functions over the set of real numbers, for principal values, and restricted domains.

8. State and apply the concept of vectors and vector operations in mathematical and non-mathematical situations.

2. Apply the concepts of matrices in a variety of situations.

3. Graph polynomial functions, rational functions and asymptotes by applying the concept of "families of graphs"  
4. Locate zeros of polynomial and rational .
5. Define, graph and apply the properties of conic sections.
6. Uses correct symbolism and formulas to analyze sequences and sums.

7. Finds the limits of functions.

8. Uses differentiation to analyze mathematical and non-mathematical situations.
9. Evaluates simple indefinite and definite integrals.

10. State and apply the fundamental theorem of Calculus.
PROBABILITY AND STATISTICS

This course will provide the fundamental ideas of probability such as the handling of numerical data, the treatment of random variables, special cases of the binomial and normal random variables, and some sampling.  If time permits, the use of statistical methods in determining confidence intervals and significance levels will be covered.  A review of Algebra and Trigonometric skills will be conducted as preparation for Calculus.  Daily assignments may require work outside of class time.   

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Distinguish between different types of data.
2. Illustrate data by distributions, bar graphs, pie charts, histograms, frequency polygons, and ogives.
3. Give measures of location (central tendency) and measures of dispersion for grouped and ungrouped data.
4. Interpret summary reports of data.
5. Assign and/or compute the probability of experimental outcomes.
6. Give the reasons for sampling and how to use it in making statistical inferences.

7. Review important Algebra II concepts that will be needed in Calculus.

8. Construct and present an original statistical project.

CALCULUS

Algebra I & 2, Geometry, Trigonometry, Pre-Calculus, Probability and Statistics

½ (Concurrent College Credit Available through Highland)
Grade: 
12
Calculus is the branch of mathematics used to study the relationships between changes in quantities.  It is offered for dual credit--5 hours from Highland Community College.  The course will prepare the students to enroll in Calculus II when they enroll at the college of their choice.  The elementary ideas of analytic geometry and introduction of the basic concepts of the differential and integral calculus of algebraic functions are covered.  The concept of limit is introduced and considered in detail.  One-sided limits and limits involving infinity are discussed, as well as other graphing aides.  Applications of the derivative to be discussed include extreme of functions, graphing, related rates of change, physics, engineering and economics.  The integral is also studied as well as the relationships to volume, work, and economics.  Emphasis is on problem solving.  Daily assignments may require work outside of class time.   This class may be taken for dual credit out of Highland Community College.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Determine and apply limits of functions to determine slope of tangents and to determine instantaneous rate of change.

2. Find the derivative of polynomial, logarithmic and exponential functions by using the definition of a derivative and by using shortcuts and rules, implicitly and explicitly.
3. Apply L'Hopital"s rule to find limits.
4. Determine where functions have absolute maximas and minimas to solve applied problems.

5. Find definite and indefinite integrals of various kinds of functions.
6. Apply integration techniques to determine areas between curves and volumes of revolution.

SCIENCE
Science is the study of the natural world and the phenomena that we observe in it.  Science includes a study of the methods by which information is gained, methods by which real-life problems are solved, and the body of organized knowledge that scientists have already gained.  An understanding of the concepts of science is the basis for an understanding of technology and these concepts provide a foundation necessary for living and working in our technology based society.  An understanding of information gathering methods, analysis methods, and problem-solving techniques is necessary in the present “information age” in which we live.  

Each student is required to successfully complete 2 credits (4 semesters) of science before graduation.  BEGINNING WITH THE CLASS OF 2009, THE REQUIREMENT WILL BE 3 CREDITS (6 SEMESTERS) OF SCIENCE.

BIOLOGY

Biology is the study of life.  Students will learn about the diversity of life-forms in depth while revealing their relationships and fundamental unity in form and function.  Scientific inquiry will be utilized.  Students are afforded the opportunity to practice the methods of science themselves throughout the course.  Topics that are covered include: ecology, cells, genetics, evolution, microbes, plants and animals.

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Conduct investigations based on the methods of scientific exploration.

2. Gain an understanding of cells as a building block for life forms.

3. Have working knowledge of DNA.

4. Appreciate the role that microbes play in interacting with humans.

5. Gain knowledge concerning plants and animals.

6. Understand the relationship of all organisms on Earth as well as organism’s relationship with physical factors in their environment.

7. Work safely in a laboratory, individually or as a member of a team.

8. Organize, analyze, interpret, and summarize data collected in the laboratory.

9. Compile a formally written laboratory report that utilizes data to support a conclusion.
ADVANCED BIOLOGY

Students who are planning to attend college to obtain a Bachelor of Science degree in any field would do well to consider taking Advanced Biology.  This is a college prep course and is open to both juniors and seniors.  This course will place a strong emphasis on laboratory and independent study where applicable.  Many of the topics covered in Biology will be reviewed and studied in more depth.  The study will be relative to microbes, plants, and animals, their fundamental principles and processes of life, and their relationship to everyday life.  After taking this course the student will have an advanced understanding of biological processes and principles.

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. List the steps associated with the scientific method and be able to apply this approach in the study of organisms.

2. Understand the basic chemistry of life processes.

3. Be able to understand the processes of cellular respiration and photosynthesis.

4. Describe the structures of cells, the different types of cells as well as the transport processes between cells.

5. Outline and describe the basic processes of reproduction and inheritance.

6. Understand the major principles of ecology and evolution.

7. List characteristics and examples of representatives from the following kingdoms: Monera, Protista, Fungi, Plantae, and Animalia.

This course focuses upon the anatomical study of the systems forming the human body.  Emphasis is placed on the organs forming each system, the embryonic development of the system, and the functions of the tissues and organs of each system.  A brief introduction to the physiology of each system is included.  There is a discussion of disorders associated with each system.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Be able to list, describe, and give the structure and function of the parts of a typical human cell.

2. List, describe, and give the structures and functions of the tissues forming the organs of each body system.

3. List, describe, and give the structure and function of each organ of each body system.

4. Be able to give the exact location of each organ and structure of the body.

5. Be able to describe some of the disorders associated with each body system.

6. Be able to dissect with accuracy.

HUMAN PHYSIOLOGY

2. List and explain the general functions of the structures forming each body system.

3. Describe the physiology of the organs, tissues, cells, and chemicals of each body system.

4. Discuss the function of each body system in maintaining homeostasis of the body.
HEALTH SCIENCE CAREERS

FORENSIC SCIENCE
1220

If you are a student who loves mystery and would like to be involved in solving some mysteries, this is the course for you.  This course will focus upon using scientific knowledge and reasoning to solve criminal cases.  Sciences that may be used to solve a crime include physics, chemistry, and biology.  Students who take this course should be prepared to work in the lab on long-term projects and should expect to conduct their own research concerning some laboratory procedures.

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Become aware of techniques that are available for forensic scientists to use in solving criminal cases.

2. Understand the role that biology, biotechnology, chemistry, and physics play in crime scene investigation.

3. Utilize the various scientific methods in the problem solving characteristic of crime scene investigation.

4. Be able to conduct laboratory exploration in a safe fashion.

5. Become independent thinkers well versed in solving problems that require logical investigative processes.
SOCIAL STUDIES

The social studies curriculum is designed to provide students with a broad background in the disciplines of history, political science, international relations, sociology, geography and psychology.  In this process, critical thinking, research and writing skills are emphasized.

Each student is required to successfully complete three credits of social studies before graduation.  Required courses include World History, American History, American Government, and International Relations.  Psychology, Sociology, Social Problems, and World Geography are elective courses offered to enrich the experience of those students with a special interest in social studies.

By the end of the course you should have a better understanding of how our society functions, and where you fit within our complex, diverse world.  

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of the terminology and methods used in discussing sociological concepts. 

2. Discuss the role and function of culture in American society. 
3. Analyze the relationship between the individual and other groups in society.
4. Summarize current events dealing with groups from the newspaper or magazines and explain during a class presentation.

AMERICAN HISTORY

This course is a comprehensive American History course that will begin with Industrialization and follow through to the present day.  During the semester an emphasis will be placed on the following areas:  Industry & Political Life (1870 – 1905), Progressive Era to Normalcy, Great Depression and World War II, Holocaust, and a New Generation in Power 50s, 60s, 70s.  The first semester will go from Industrialization to WWII, and the second semester will cover Holocaust to the present.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Examine the emergence of the United States in international affairs at the turn of the 20th century.

2. Explain the spread of Progressive ideas.

3. Analyze the reasons and impact of World War I

4. Examine the social, political, and economic issues of the 1920s and 1930s

5. Analyze the reasons and impact of World War II

6. Examine the origins of the Cold War and evaluate the foreign policies of Truman, Eisenhower, Kennedy, Johnson, Nixon, Ford, Carter, and Reagan

7. Examine the struggle for racial and gender equality and for the extension of civil rights

8. Research major contemporary social issues.

WORLD HISTORY

This course is a survey course of World History with an emphasis on Western Civilization.  The course will begin with a brief overview of the origins of human beings and the early civilizations of the world, and then continue with the medieval era up to the Era of Global Wars. 

Students successfully completing this course will:
1. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the pre-classical civilizations.

2. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the classical civilizations of Greece and Rome

3. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the rising civilizations of AD500 – 1450

4. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the emerging global age 1400 – 1750.

5. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the age of Revolutions 1650 – 1914

6. Use a working knowledge and understand of individuals, groups, ideas, developments, and turning points from prehistoric times through the Era of Global Wars.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT

This course will survey the rights and privileges guaranteed by our Constitution with an emphasis on the basic principles and developments of the Constitution, the three branches of government, and civil rights issues.  The course will conclude with a Senior Project.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Evaluate the function of law.

2. Describe the purposes, organization, and functions of the three branches of government and independent regulatory agencies in relation to the United States Constitution.  

3. Recognize that a nation’s values are embodied in the Constitution, statutes, and important court cases.

4. Explain Constitutional powers.

5. Examines the struggle for racial and gender equality and for the extension of civil rights.

6. Explains how public policy is formed and carried out at local, state, and national levels and what roles individuals and groups can play in the process.

7. Explores issues regarding civic responsibilities of American citizens.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The course is designed to focus on the United States and their relationships with foreign countries.  Students will explore issues facing the United States in the 21st century, and also investigate the history behind the problem.  The course will conclude with a Senior Project.

This is an elective course that will focus on the roots of human behavior.  Students will begin by studying the origins of psychology and then explore topics such as memory and thought, perception and sensation, and altered state of consciousness.  By the end of the course students will have a better understanding of the mysteries of human behavior.  

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Be able to identify in writing with a 70% or better competency the terms of each unit of study.

2. Watch videos, and be able to compare and contrast the different theories and behaviors of psychology with at least a 70% efficiency level.

3. Be able to understand human behavior and give alternative solutions to problems either written or orally with a 70% efficiency level.

4. Summarize current events that deal with psychology from the newspaper or magazines and explain during a class presentation.

WORLD GEOGRAPHY

The purpose of this course is or student to develop and use a working knowledge and understanding of the spatial organizing of the Earth’s surface and relationships among people, places, and physical and human environments in order to explain the interactions that occur in our interconnected world.

Students successfully completing this course will:

1. Use maps, graphic representations, tools and technologies to locate, use and present information about people, places, and the environment.

2. Analyze the spatial organization of people, places, and environments that form regions on the Earth’s surface.

3. Understand the Earth’s physical systems and how physical processes shape the Earth’s surface.

4. Understand how economic, political, cultural, and social processes interact to shape patterns of human populations, interdependence, cooperation, and conflict.

5. Understand the effects of interactions between human physical systems.
ADVANCEMENT BY PROFICIENCY EXAMINATION

(PERFORMANCE BASED CREDIT OPPORTUNITY)

Students in grades 9 thru 12 may pursue one of two options, if interested, when considering use of the proficiency examination as a method of advancement in the high school curriculum.

(1) Acceleration of course placement:  9th thru 12th grade students may move to advanced level of courses without taking the prerequisite courses if they have successfully completed the proficiency examination with a score between 80 and 89%.  No credit is awarded, acceleration to the next course is allowed.  For a complete list of course options, please refer to the information below.

(2) Credit for a course by exam:  9th thru 12th grade students may earn credit for a course without enrolling if they have successfully completed the proficiency examination with a score of 90% or better.  Credit is awarded with a grade of A on the official transcript and acceleration to the next course is allowed. For a complete list of course options, please refer to the information below.

A request to test out needs to be made in writing, see form at the back of the course description guide, by the student and his/her parent/guardian and approved by the principal, counselor and teacher or teachers in the respective academic department.

Following approval, the proficiency examination will be taken by no later than the end of the third quarter of the previous school year preceding for a year long course or a first semester course.  A request to test out of a second semester course only would need to be approved and the proficiency examination taken by no later than the end of the first quarter of the current school year.  In completing the request to test out a student must present evidence of why they desired to be considered for testing out and why they believe they will be successful on the proficiency examination.

Any new student to Marysville High school who wishes to be considered for the testing out opportunity must make a formal request within the first five days of the first semester.

Students in grades 9 thru 12 may earn, not to exceed, one unit of credit each school year for advancement by proficiency examination, for courses listed in this policy or otherwise approved by the principal, counselor and members of the appropriate academic department.

Each proficiency examination will be assessed by school personnel who have certification and expertise in the associated content area.  The proficiency examination will consist of one or more of the following as determined by:


*Summative course examination

*Products similar to those created in the actual course ( i.e. term paper or summaries and/or critique of novels/works, which are, required reading ).

*Credit by proficiency examination for courses in which the majority of instruction and assessment is in lab activities will require a lab performance assessment.

The building principal shall determine approval of credit by proficiency examination with input from the counselor and members of the appropriate academic department.  The proficiency examination must reflect a student’s demonstration of achievement at a high level of proficiency, and accomplishment of the designated student outcomes for the course in accordance with the written curriculum adopted by U.S.D. 364.

Only one attempt for credit by proficiency examination shall be allowed per student per course.  Unless circumstances beyond the control of the student or supervising teacher arise, the examination shall be completed in one sitting.  Products similar to those created in the actual course will have a specified due date.

An appeal of any decision, including percentage of accuracy, must be made in writing to the USD 364 Superintendent of Schools within ten (10) calendar days after the initial official written notification of the student and the parent/guardian.

Upon request the school will provide materials (books, syllabus, and course outcomes) for the student to prepare for credit by proficiency examination instrument.  Time for preparation will not occur during the instructional day and is solely the responsibility of the student.  The principal will determine the time for the instrument to be administered outside of the normal school day.

Transcripts will indicate a course name and the words, “credit by proficiency examination”, instead of a letter grade for successful completion of a credit by proficiency examination.  Choosing to test out of a course may affect a student’s final grade point average.

SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES AND PROGRAMS

Marysville High School has special education programs available to any student who meets the qualifications and has a current Individual Education Plan on file.  Services to these students are provided through special education support in a regular education classroom environment, modified curriculum, and individualized education in a resource room.  Referrals to these programs may be made by teachers, the school principal, the guidance counselor(s), parents, or students themselves.  The following is a list of these programs:

ESSENTIAL SKILLS PROGRAM

This area of special education offers a program designed to meet the needs of students who have been formally staffed as needing intensive instruction in communication, social, vocational and academic areas.  An individual program is planned for each student.  Independent living skills are included in the curriculum.

INDEPENDENT STUDY

This programming opportunity is provided for motivated students who have an active IEP and demonstrate intellectual ability, specific academic aptitude, and/or creative thinking skills that go beyond the score of the regular high school curriculum.  Pre-approval from the gifted programming coordinator and the school counselor is required.  Students, in consultation with the teacher, may select from a list of course options or submit their own, unique proposals for consideration and approval must be obtained prior to the first day of class.  Independent study may include college correspondence, college courses, and some students may participate in an internship or mentoring program.  An application, located in the back of the curriculum guide, needs to be completed and turned in with semester enrollment forms. 

INTERRELATED PROGRAM

This program offers highly individual academic instruction to students who find it difficult to benefit from regular classroom activities.  Supportive services provided include periodic progress reports, alternative settings for test taking, and alternative learning strategies and instructional materials.  Additional emphasis is placed on teaching students to properly evaluate their actions and attitudes and select the proper alternatives.

TRANSITION SERVICES PROGRAM

Included in all of the above programs, is a plan driven by a coordinated set of activities for the student, designed with an outcome-oriented process which promotes movement from school to post-school activities.  These activities include post-secondary education, vocational training, integrated employment ( including supported employment), continuing and adult education, adult services, independent living, or community participation which includes instruction, community experiences, the development of employment and other post-school adult living objectives, and, when appropriate, acquisition of daily living skills and functional vocational evaluation.  The Individual Education Plan will be guided by a vision of what the student wants for his/her future and is based on the individual student’s preferences and needs. 

STUDENT ACTIVITY COURSES

Any junior who has missed more than 150 hours of school during his/her 9th, 10th and 11th grade years prior to the beginning of his/her second semester may not sign up for or enroll in office work experience or teacher/library media aide. CONFIDENTIALITY IS VITAL IN THIS POSITION AND BREAKING CONFIDENTIALY WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE REMOVAL FROM THIS POSITION WITH A GRADE OF F.  No student may be an office aide more than once per semester.  A good attendance record is a mandatory requirement to successfully complete this course.  Office aide positions are available in the high school and junior high offices and the high school counselor(s) offices.

SELECTED STUDENTS WILL SPEND ONE PERIOD PER SCHOOL DAY IN AN ELEMENTARY CLASSROOM WORKING WITH STUDENTS, TUTORING THE STUDENTS AND ASSISTING THE INSTRUCTOR IN IMPLEMENTING HIS/HER EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM.   SELECTED STUDENTS MAY PARTICIPATE AS AN ELEMENTARY CLASSROOM AIDE FOR THE ENTIRE SCHOOL YEAR. 

The following guidelines are established for all teacher aides:

1. Student aide are assigned to a classroom unless on a pass for a specific assignment by a teacher.

2. No student may be assigned as an aide for more than one period per semester.

During the latter part of May and early June, students are required to attend classroom instruction. Students who are absent from class must make up time missed.  Students who miss more than two (2)  days of class will be unable to complete the program.  Students must also complete their behind-the-wheel instruction sometime during the same summer.  When students are scheduled to drive, they will report to school for approximately two (2) hours, the same time, every day on days assigned.  Students will have an opportunity to sign up for the times and days of their choice.  There is no guarantee that they will be given the days of their choice.   In most instances, we can schedule around family vacations, sports camps, summer classes, etc.  Students will be responsible for finding their own transportation to and from the high school for both the classroom and driving phase of the program.  The cost for taking this course will range from $50.00-$75.00 per student. In and around the end of April or the beginning of May of each school year, additional information will be provided for interested students and parents. 

SUMMER SCHOOL

Classes offered through summer school at Marysville High school are based on teacher recommendations and identified student needs.  Students work independently and at their own pace.  The classes are taught at Valley Heights High School.  Students will work on their lessons through a software program titled Virtual Perspective Learning. There are also assignments, tests, and projects that the students are expected to complete.   The classes are offered for a three week period in June from 8:30-11:30, Monday thru Friday of each week.  Class size is limited and enrollment will not be available until May.  Credit retrieval is possible if students successfully complete all requirements. If a student misses more than two days of summer school, he/she are removed from the program.
