
SARA L. EDDY SCHOLARSHIP FUND

2007-2008
The Sara L. Eddy Scholarship Fund was created by a gift made by Sara L. Eddy through a Private Foundation she created to provide tuition assistance to women living in Marshall County who wish to attend college at an institution that is located more than 500 miles from Marshall County.  Curt Eddy, Sara’s brother, and Peter Zupcofska, her attorney and friend, serve as the Fund’s trustees.
Eligibility:  Any woman whose residence is in Marshall County, Kansas and has been accepted to attend (and in fact does attend) a four year accredited institution of higher learning that is located more than 500 miles from the county seat of Marshall County is eligible to apply for the scholarship.  Scholarships will be awarded to female students participating in undergraduate degree programs only.  Successful candidates will be selected based on evidence of their scholastic and extra curricular achievements, motivation, and financial need.
Award:  Each year the Sara L. Eddy Scholarship Program will award one or two women a scholarship equal to one-half of the tuition at the college they will be attending.  An award is made for one year only, but may be renewed annually for up to three additional years in the discretion of the trustees.
Application:  To apply for a scholarship award, a woman must submit a cover letter with the following materials (which will constitute the “application”):
· Official high school transcript sent directly from the school

· A recommendation sent directly from a teacher, guidance counselor, employer, or other unrelated adult in a position to assess the student’s abilities and motivation

· Evidence of the financial status of the student and her parents or legal guardian

· A personal statement, essay, or other writing sample (no more than two pages in length)

· A description of the names of the colleges to which she is applying and the distance of the colleges from Marshall County

Students are encouraged to submit the same materials (recommendations, personal statement or essay, and financial aid applications) that they submitted to colleges or universities as part of the admission process.  Students who have taken standardized tests may submit scores if they wish, but standardized test scores are not required.
